Monash looks to 2020

Eighteen Monash University leaders, more than 40 alumni and four Monash
students were among 1000 people who attended the Australia 2020 Summit

on the weekend of 19 and 20 April.

The group, chosen from around 8000 nominations from
the nation’s cultural, intellectual, business and sporting
arenas, debated and developed ideas under ten key
themes in the forum created by Prime Minister Kevin
Rudd to shape a long-term strategy for the nation.

The summit was designed to harness the best ideas
from leaders of the nation’s cultural, intellectual, business
and sporting arenas in an effort to shape a long-term
strategy for the country.

Four key over-arching themes have emerged from the
Federal government’s preliminary report on the summit:
climate change; strengthening civil society; developing
people; and a national approach.

Monash Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Research) Professor
Edwina Cornish applauded summit organisers, saying it
was an effective way to approach long-term strategic
planning for the nation.

“| think the main themes coming out of the summit will
also help organisations such as Monash in their long-
term thinking; how can we work to support these
recommendations in what we do,” Professor Cornish
said.

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Professor Cornish said Monash had a strong
commitment to improving collaboration between industry
and research to foster innovation and supporting
excellence in education, health, social cohesion and
sustainability.

His opinions are
regularly sought on topics as diverse as Islam,
Australian multiculturalism, politics, society, faith
and sport.

Lecturer from the School of Political and Social
Inquiry, whose expertise covers policing, human
rights, criminalisation and state crime.

e Associate Professor Jude McCulloch, Head of
Criminology, School of Political and Social Inquiry,
who has expertise in criminology, law and
commerce.

e Dr Terry MacDonald, a lecturer from the School
of Political and Social Inquiry, Faculty of Arts is an
expert in global democracy and democratisation.

e Associate Professor David Wright-Neville a Senior
Lecturer from the School of Political and Social
Inquiry is an expert on the political psychology of
violence and contemporary terrorism.

In announcing the participants, Prime Minister Kevin
Rudd said: “I would like to personally congratulate
those invited to participate in this national debate about
Australia’s long term future. | look forward to hearing
your ideas for Australia’s future.”

The Australia 2020 Summit took place in Canberra on
the weekend of 19 and 20 April 2008.



Global leadership - the Distinguished
Alumni Award

Monash University celebrated the achievements of five
outstanding graduates when the University’s
Distinguished Alumni Awards were presented on 29 May
2008. The awards were presented at a function in the
National Gallery of Victoria’s Great Hall to mark the 50th
anniversary of the formal creation of Monash University,
attended by more than 500 distinguished guests and
supporters, alumni, staff and students.

This year’s alumni award recipients were selected from
more than 200,000 Monash alumni, and represent a
group who have made a global impact on health,
business, environment and the community.

The award, the highest honour given to alumni by the
alumni community, recognises lifetime achievement.

Governor of Victoria Professor
David de Kretser presented the
2008 Distinguished Alumni
Awards to scientist, writer and
explorer Professor Tim Flannery
(MSc 1981) and academic and
political analyst Professor Dewi
Fortuna Anwar (PhD 1990)
(pictured left).

Professor Anwar, a Politics’
alumni, is Director for Program
and Research at The Habibie Centre, an independent
think tank in Jakarta, and Research Professor and
Deputy Chairman for Social Sciences and Humanities at
the Indonesian Institute of Sciences. She is a leading
academic, researcher and political analyst. During the
administration of President Habibie of Indonesia, she
served as Assistant to the Vice President for Global Affairs
and Assistant Minister/State Secretary for Foreign Affairs.

Professor Anwar is also a board member of international
bodies including the Weapons of Mass Destruction
Commission and the UN Secretary General’s Advisory
Board on Disarmament Matters. Her nominator,
Professor Greg Barton (BA(Hons) 1988, PhD 1996),
described Professor Anwar as having “a towering
reputation without equal among her peers”.

“In 50 years Monash University has developed from an
Australian university into a world-class international
institution of higher learning,” Professor Anwar said.

“It is indeed a tremendous honour for me to be given the
Distinguished Alumni Award at this auspicious time, the
golden jubilee of Monash University, just a week after my
own 50th birthday.”

Monash University Road Show Indonesia

A delegation consisting of the Dean Arts, Professor Rae
Frances, John Arnold, School of Humanities,
Communications and Social Sciences, Professor Greg
Barton, School Political and Social Inquiry and Basoeki
Koesasi, School of Languages, Cultures and Linguistics
visited Indonesia from 20-24 July. They visited three
universities, (Gadjah Mada, Padjadjaran and UPI) as well
as the civil service training institute, LEMHANAS and the
research institute, LIPI. A delegation from the University
of Semarang also came to Gadjah Mada to meet with
the Monash staff.

On each occasion, the Dean gave a presentation on
Australia’s longstanding relationship with Indonesia, John
Arnold spoke about Australian Studies at Monash and
Greg Barton gave a presentation on Islamic Studies and
Indonesian Studies at Monash. As well as the specific
collaborative teaching programs negotiated in the wake
of this visit, the Faculty has had an upsurge in
applications for postgraduate study (49) and has made
offers to 11 HDR students, almost all of whom have
Indonesian government scholarships and have accepted
our offer.

The delegation also had dinner with Professor Bambang
Pranowo, Special Assistance to Minister of Defence
Indonesia, Monash alumni (Anthropology) and Dr Fachry
Ali, Monash alumni (History) and discussed, amongst
other matters, issues relating to the Herb Feith
Foundation.

Monash and Australian Federal Police
sign education agreement

In August 2008, Monash University and the Australian
Federal Police (AFP) signed a Memorandum of
Agreement that will promote research collaboration
between the two organisations and provide law
enforcement officers with increased professional
development opportunities.

Dean of Monash University’s Faculty of Arts Professor
Rae Frances welcomed the agreement which provides
attractive credit packages for courses undertaken at the
AFP College towards undergraduate and postgraduate
studies at Monash in areas such as counter-terrorism,
criminal justice, international relations and Islamic
studies.

“University courses such as these extend the
professional experience and training of students, building
high level conceptual and analytical skills,” Professor
Frances said.

“The faculty is also very keen to further its research
collaborations with the AFP, particularly through the
Global Terrorism Research Centre and the Criminal
Justice and Public Policy program.”

Traditional weavers in East Timor —
Exhibition, forum and market

Dr Sara Niner, a postdoctoral research fellow,
Anthropology, School of Political and Social Inquiry,
Monash University, spoke about her latest research into
the challenges faced by traditional weavers in Timor-
Leste (East Timor) at a forum on 6 September at the

St Kilda Town Hall.

The forum was held as part of a major exhibition that
includes more than 40 hand-woven textiles — or tais —
from Timor-Leste.

Dr Niner, who has helped curate the exhibition, said the
hand-woven textiles produced by East Timorese women
are vital part of their culture, especially after decades of
destructive conflict.

“It's mostly poor rural women, including many widows,
who make up the bulk of the weavers. Selling tais is the
only way many of these women can make money to pay
for essential items,” Dr Niner said.

“However my research reveals that, like handcraft
producers all over the world, they face great challenges
in marketing their goods and maintaining the culture of
their products and practices, while getting a fair price for
their work”.
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“What would help is a coordinated and dedicated craft
development program in East Timor based on the
current economic realities of production and trade

and the different social situations of women weavers.
The forum will explore options for the future.”

It is estimated that East Timorese women produce
30,000 textile pieces a year with a value of around
USD$600,000.

“While women are eager and capable entrepreneurs,
they have few marketing skills, and are often held back
by lack of money to set up a business,” Dr Niner said.

“Another challenge is the fact that the currency in East
Timor is in US dollars, which means local prices are
higher compared to neighbouring West Indonesia.

“Yet for many village women, particularly older ones and
widows, there are few other ways to make money.”

Dr Niner said the weaving and wearing of tais
strengthened Timorese identity by representing a form
of passive resistance during the Indonesian occupation.

“Weaving has also helped women overcome the
tragedies of the past by providing a familiar and
meaningful structure around which a community renews
itself. Communities of women often come together to
weave,” Dr Niner said.

She said that many “friendship” groups in Australia and
elsewhere help market the textiles in their own countries.

“However, tais are often hard to sell and people buy
them simply to support East Timor,” Dr Niner said.

“The development of a craft industry that could truly
benefit its poor women workers requires more than just
money. They need proper markets and support to affirm
their craft.”

The forum was held at the St Kilda Town Hall and
included an all-day market with stalls from the Alola
Foundation, the East Timorese Women’s Association, the
International Women'’s Development Agency, Friends of
Suai and other friendship groups. A textiles exhibition ran
from 3-30 September. The City of Port Phillip hosted the
exhibition, market and forum.



Recognition for Monash Anthropologist

Dr Thomas Reuter (pictured left),
a senior research fellow in
Anthropology from the Faculty of
Arts, will lead the World Council
of Anthropological Association
(WCAA) for two years
commencing in 2009.

Dr Reuter was elected chair-
elect at the recent World
Anthropology Conference in
Osaka, Japan.

The World Council of Anthropological Associations
(WCAA), which Dr Reuter co-founded in 2004, is a
network of national and international professional
associations that aims to promote worldwide
communication and cooperation in anthropology — the
study of human cultural diversity.

The council includes more than 100,000 elected heads
of associations from numerous countries around the
world.

Dr Reuter said being elected as WCAA chair was an
exciting opportunity.

“My aim is to bring the specific insights and knowledge
of my discipline to bear on relevant issues of global
concern, such as the rights of Indigenous peoples,
ethnic minorities and migrants,” Dr Reuter said.

“The WCAA is a democratic, international organisation
that allows us to establish the necessary consensus to
speak with one voice to the global media as well as to
international institutions such as UNESCO.”

Dr Reuter has conducted field research on Indonesia for
many years, focusing particularly on the proliferation of
new religious and Indigenous people’s movements in a
context of rapid social change.
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Teaching

The School of Political and Social Inquiry offers undergraduate and postgraduate
courses, and honours and higher degree research supervision in Anthropology,
Behavioural Studies, Criminology, Politics, Sociology and Women’s Studies. The
core teaching areas traverse social, cultural and political theory, addressing key
contemporary issues such as globalisation, terrorism, collective and individual
identities, gender, sex and crime, and social, political and demographic changes

in Australia.

The cross-disciplinary nature of units offered by the
School of Political and Social Inquiry exposes students
to a diverse range of teaching perspectives. The School
aims to enrich the education of students through unique
approaches to learning, and active engagement of
students with social inquiry, promoting a strong
relationship between academic studies, career
development, and community engagement. The School
provides opportunities for studying abroad through a
range of international exchanges, as well as at its
overseas campuses.

Undergraduate
Anthropology

In the very broadest sense, anthropology is the study

of human cultural diversity. Unlike most subjects which
deal with specialised aspects of humanity, anthropology
remains dedicated to studying the diversity of human
expression through space and time.

Anthropologists are concerned with their own society,
but only as one among many. When anthropology seeks
to understand economics, poalitics, religion, violence,
child-rearing or art, it aims eventually at a broad
comparative knowledge which does not assume that
the contemporary Western expressions are the most
important, or even the most revealing, in the quest for an
understanding of human cultures and societies. In fact,

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anthropologists have been led to examine in detail
societies which are very different from their own, where
ideas about beauty, morality, authority and dignity vary
markedly from those with which they are familiar.

Anthropology’s comparative approach to understanding
humanity is becoming increasingly important. In recent
years, there has been a growth of major social and
political movements throughout the world in which
people are stressing a sense of community, shared
identity, and assertions of difference on the basis of
factors such as ethnicity, sexuality, gender, and status
as indigenous peoples, which cut across national
boundaries. At the same time, many people are
expressing concerns for social justice issues,
environmental degradation and so on. Anthropology

is a vital discipline because it is the only one which deals
with the importance of cultural difference in these diverse
expressions of humanity.

Those who qualify as anthropologists, after
undergraduate and graduate studies, may be in a
position to engage in first-hand research, become
advisers or consultants to industry, government and non-
government organisations on a diverse range of matters,
and teach. But our principal aim is to impart to all our
students, regardless of the occupations they hope to
pursue, an informed and culturally-sensitive awareness
of their involvement in their own and other societies and
cultures.

Behavioural Studies

The field of Behavioural Studies is concerned with a
holistic understanding of the biological, sociological

and psychological bases of human behaviour, and

the consequent interpretations of the nature of human
development, personality and interpersonal relationships.

Behavioural Studies is of interest to all those who wish
to develop an understanding of people and behaviour
and the varied relationships between the social and the
individual in shaping behaviour. A minor or major
sequence in Behavioural Studies can create pathways
to careers in education, the human services, counselling,
criminology, social work and the social sciences.

For those students interested in secondary teaching,

a minor sequence in Behavioural Studies satisfies the
requirements for the Psychology teaching method in

the Monash University Faculty of Education.

Criminology

Crime is an issue that all citizens and governments
confront on a daily basis. The causes of crime and how
it should be dealt with are the subject of intense debate.
This course provides students with the skills to
understand the complexities of crime, to learn about the
various stages of the criminal justice system, to critically
analyse its workings and tensions and to explore
alternative strategies.

Crime impinges on all of our lives and many thousands
of people in the public and private sectors are employed
in dealing with the prevention and consequences of
crime. They make important decisions about the daily
lives and freedoms of thousands of citizens. Criminology
students can combine an interest in areas such as
police, courts, corrections, law and order, justice, causes
of crime, crime and social control, punishment, human
rights, crime prevention, victims of crime, crime and the
media and international crime and justice in order to
further career options in areas of criminology.

Our graduates, like all Arts students, are provided with
skills and tools which can be used in both the public
and private sectors or in pursuing post graduate studies.
They possess the ability to conduct research, to think
and analyse critically and independently and to
communicate at all levels.

Politics

The discipline of Politics at Monash University is one of
the largest in Australia. It is also the largest section within
the School of Political and Social Inquiry. The Discipline
provides courses on three campuses (Clayton, Caulfield
and Berwick): it has 14 staff and a total of more than
1500 students; it offers approximately 30 undergraduate
units and a variety of post-graduate courses.

The Discipline has an active research tradition and its
members have produced around seven books, 40 book
chapters and 50 journal articles in the last few years.
Staff participate frequently in public debates and mass
media discussions and the Discipline places a very high
emphasis on its teaching programme and its interactions
with students.

The three main areas of specialization of the Discipline
are: Politics and Governance: Australian and the World;
International Relations and Global Politics; Political
Theory and Philosophy
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In later years, students are encouraged to pursue
sequences of courses within these areas. The courses
available in first year are meant to provide an introduction
to the different areas of Politics taught in later years.
Semester-long undergraduate courses are offered on
subjects ranging from democracy to the politics of rock,
from gender politics to the superpowers, from
environmental politics to political philosophy.

The Discipline has a large and well-established Honours
school. In 2007, 28 students enrolled at fourth (honours)
year level. Students who gain good results (65% or over)
in their politics subjects are encouraged to think about
doing honours in politics.

Sociology

Sociology is a fascinating and very important study for all
students whether they are majoring in the Arts, Medical,
Engineering, Computing or Science faculties. At the
individual, group, organisational, national and global
levels, sociology introduces students to skills and
knowledge that provide the basis by which they can
systematically and informatively assess and evaluate

the social, political and cultural context of their work

or personal practices and assumptions.

Sociology is an important (and in some cases, a
compulsory) unit to study for careers in a number of
different vocational areas including: social work, welfare
and youth work, psychology, research positions in social
and political areas, teaching, journalism/media, federal,
state and local public service, aid work, diplomatic
service, administration, marketing, management, human
resources, medical and paramedical areas, engineering,
architecture, etc.

Some of the important skills and knowledge the student
learns in the study of sociology that are essential for the
successful pursuit of future studies and a professional
career are:

e knowledge of social and cultural processes that
provides an understanding of the broader
organisational or societal contexts of the specific
knowledge or tasks with which the individual is
engaged

e an apprehension of the interconnectedness of all
social activities which ensures a more considered
approach in whatever context the individual operates
— it is an appreciation of the complexity of the social
world where simplistic solutions will not solve the
problems or answer the questions

e the ability to analyse information gained through
observation, listening, or reading and to evaluate
it logically and systematically
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e research skills

e g critical analysis and perspective that enables
individuals to examine other or diverse opinions,
viewpoints and information in order to arrive at a
more informed position. This is an invaluable skill
especially in professional vocations, but also in
personal life.

Students of sociology can acquire knowledge and skills
that are immediately applicable to their other areas of
study and to the workplace. Those who choose to major
in sociology and take up postgraduate studies may
become social researchers themselves. Whether taken
as a unit to enhance your other studies or as your major,
sociology will be a fascinating, socially and culturally
awakening experience.

Gender Studies

Gender Studies is a comparatively new branch of
academic study. Not so long ago, issues such as
gender, sexuality, and the relationship between the sexes
were not systematically theorized, researched or taught.
Today, however, there is such a large body of feminist
knowledge and theory on these topics that it cannot be
adequately covered within traditional disciplines. Instead,
it forms part of a specialised interdisciplinary field called
Women'’s Studies that brings innovative theory and
research techniques to the study of women'’s lives, their
status in society, and the dilemmas and contradictions
in gender relations and sexualities. The interdisciplinary
nature of Women’s Studies scholarship is an important
feature of its success and promise. Women'’s Studies
today has its own texts, journals and methodologies and
some of the most innovative, scholarly work in feminist
theory and gender research is being done by Women’s
Studies scholars internationally.

The teaching, research and outreach activities are all
informed by the belief that all social processes are
‘gendered’, and that understanding gender relations
is therefore a crucial component in any teaching and
research.

The undergraduate program is designed to introduce
students to a variety of feminist models of analysis and
to assist them in developing a range of methodological
skills. The Centre also fosters the development of
transferable professional and personal skills among its
students and its units actively engage with a range of
innovative feminist pedagogies. Units offered by the
Centre’s staff are complemented by a wide range of
electives offered by staff throughout the faculty.



Arts in Prato

Monash Arts now offers an extensive program of units
for credit as well as other study opportunities at the
Monash Centre in Prato, Italy. Prato is a vibrant Tuscan
town with an historic medieval centre located 20
kilometres north-west of Florence. The Monash
University Centre was established in 2001 and is located
in the 18th century Palazzo Vaj, in the historic centre of
the town.

The Arts program provides students with a unique
opportunity to undertake an enriching study experience
in this beautiful city. Many of the units also include
opportunities to engage with students from Monash
partner institutions around the world, or to include a
study tour component, including a field trip to the
battlefields of Gallipoli.

The Prato program provides you with an intensive study
program. You can choose from a single 6 point subject,
through to a full 24 point credit load, spending as little as
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two weeks and up to four weeks (or even longer) at the
Monash Centre in Prato.

That means you can take up to an equivalent full
semester of study at the Monash Centre in Prato and
gain full credit toward your degree while living in the
centre of a Medieval commune amid the landscapes
of Tuscany.

Three of the ten speakers went on to present papers
based on their Honours projects at The Australian
Sociological Association (TASA) annual conference in
Melbourne in December. Two were also invited as guest
speakers at a seminar conducted by the Monash
University Accident Research Centre.
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Postgraduate

PSI welcomed 25 new HDR candidates in 2008 taking
the total PSI HDR cohort to 92 candidates. Of the new
students enrolling in 2008 some 40% were international
candidates. The incoming HDR candidates’ lunch and
induction session was held at the Monash Club in April,
and the new candidates met with their peers, some
supervisors and the PSI Head of School, Deputy Head
of School and the HDR Coordinator. Organisation of
the event and contacting/informing the incoming HDR
candidates is largely the work, and to the credit, of the
PSI Postgraduate Studies Administrator, Ms Sue
Stevenson.

Significant growth in the coursework Masters in Counter-
terrorism and the Masters in International Relations is
beginning to seed interest and applications for entry

to PhD program in PSI in those fields.

PSI Postgraduate Symposium 2008, ‘21st Century
Perspectives’ held in late October, 2008 was a great
success. The Symposium serves as part of the Research
Reporting by candidates and it was great to see both

a good number of candidates delivering papers and

a number of others attending and participating in

the sessions. Some 28 papers were presented by
candidates from all sections of the School and
discussion/question sessions were lively and well
attended. The Symposium kicked-off with a Welcome
from the HDR Coordinator and an Address by Professor
James Walter (HOS) launching the day’s activity.

Completed degrees
Master of Arts

PSI Subject Librarian, Sue Little gave a short talk
informing candidates of the various Monash Library
collections, data searching tools and resources available
to them through the Library. The Symposium papers
were divided across three concurrent streams. About 50
HDR candidates attended and it was pleasing to see a
large number of supervisors present and participating

in the discussions. The Symposium concluded with a
dinner attended by a good proportion of the students
who participated during the day. The organising
committee comprised PhD candidates, Fiona Brookes,
Neeti Khanal and Davina Lohm. Their work and
enthusiasm were essential to the event’s success.

PSI Postgraduate Publication Prizes were awarded to
two candidates (now Dr) Daniel Edwards and Waleed
Aly. The numbers of publications submitted and
candidates/authors submitting were impressively high.

A large number of the papers represented in the
Postgraduate Publication Prize began as national and/or
international conference papers. The engagement of PSI
postgraduate research students in national and
international conferences, workshops and colloquia was
a notable feature of the HDR endeavour in 2008. The
contribution of this engagement to thesis development,
research networking and career development is highly
valuable. PSI subvention of approved research costs has
been a boon to students seeking to deliver papers at
conferences that they otherwise would be financially
precluded from attending.

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School Postgraduate Publication Prize

The School of Political and Social Inquiry researchers have developed a
national and international reputation for excellence by collaborating to bring
interdisciplinary social science approaches to research projects.

It recommends police adopt this ‘community policing’
model, as opposed to traditional ‘paramilitary’
techniques.

Associate Professor Pickering says the methods of the
Royal Ulster Constabulary during Northern Ireland’s
sectarian conflict were the antithesis of community
policing.

Internment without trial, house raids, stop-and-search —
all these powers were regularly used by the police
against the Catholic community and Republican
supporters and served to alienate and politicise sections
of the population.

Associate Professor Pickering says the July 2005
London bombings were symptomatic of a ‘disconnect’

collaborative research project between Monash
University and Victoria Police that recommends police
foster closer community ties.

Released in October 2007, the report found that mutual
trust between police and communities reduces the risk
of terrorist threats linked to a process of radicalisation.
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between police and the community, a relationship that
should be based on shared information.

In hindsight, neighbours reported chemical smells from
the house where the bombers assembled their
backpacks, but no one contacted police.

A better relationship with police would increase the flow
of intelligence from the community, which in turn might
have led to early intervention.



Artistic relationships under
scrutiny

Renowned novelist, curator and
scholar Dr Janine Burke has
taken up a five-year research
fellowship with the Faculty of
Arts.

Dr Burke said her research
would examine the notion of the
lone artistic genius, exploring the
dynamic creative partnerships
between poet Rainer Maria Rilke
and sculptor Auguste Rodin,
artist Hannah H6ch and sculptor
and writer Raoul Hausmann,
Australian artists Thea Proctor
and Margaret Preston, and
musician John Lennon and artist
Yoko Ono.

“My research will challenge the idea that making art

is a solitary occupation, instead focusing on productive
relationships that have resulted in key artworks,”

Dr Burke said.

During Dr Burke’s fellowship she will curate exhibitions

at Monash and in Toronto, Canada and convene a
conference at the Prato Centre.

Dr Burke’s research

will examine the notion
of the lone artistic
genius and how art is
produced within creative
partnerships.

Dr Burke has had an outstanding career in the creative
arts. She has written sixteen books of art history,
biography and fiction including the groundbreaking
Australian Women Artists, Australian Gothic: A Life of
Albert Tucker and The gods of Freud: Sigmund Freud’s
Art Collection.

She won the Victorian Premier’s Literary Award in 1987
and has been short listed for the Miles Franklin award,
The Age Book of the Year award and many other key
Australian writing prizes.

Dean of Arts, Professor Rae Frances said the Faculty
of Arts was thrilled to have the opportunity to work with
such a wonderful scholar and to foster the Faculty’s
already strong relationship with the arts.

Dr Burke holds the fellowship jointly in the Centre for
Women'’s Studies and Gender Research, School of
Political and Social Inquiry and the School of English,
Communications and Performance Studies.

Award of Monash Fellowships
at King’s College London

In collaboration with the Menzies Centre for Australian
Studies at King’s College London, Monash University
invited researchers, in particular, early career researchers
to apply for the Monash University Fellowship at King’s
College.

In 2008, the award went to two outstanding young
researchers: Anna Eriksson (School of Political and
Social Inquiry) and Diana Bowman (the Monash Centre
for Regulatory Studies).

The fellowships are designed to strengthen the
University’s long standing relationship with King’s College
London and to develop the careers of Monash
researchers of outstanding promise.

Anna was awarded a three month fellowship, including
access to the research space and facilities at the
Menzies Centre, as well as access to Chatham House
and will collaborate with her counterparts at King’s in
an exploration of police and community partnerships.

Justice for all: A History of the
Victorian Community Legal
Centre Movement

Two scholars from Monash University, Jude McCulloch
(School of Political and Social Inquiry) and Mark Peel
(School of Historical Studies) won an Australian
Research Council grant to write a history of Victorian
community legal centres. The project was launched

at the State conference in 2008.

Community legal centres (CLCs) are a significant and
largely unacknowledged part of the recent legal and
social history of Australia. The story of CLCs provides an
important window into the broader history of ideas about
justice and social reform. It reflects the aspirations, vision
and commitment of two generations of legal
professionals and community activists who joined forces
to expand the boundaries of law and justice. CLCs have
improved citizens’ access to the law, and they have also
and always kept in public view a simple, powerful and
still unattained objective for the future: that justice should
be for all.

The project’s chief aim is to establish the historical and
continuing importance of community legal centres to the
legal profession, law reform and social policy, and to set
this within the broader context of ideas, debates and
arguments about citizens’ access to justice. This is a

story about the law and social change, which will
document and analyse an important social movement
that remains crucial in providing disadvantaged people
with access to justice. The particular strength of the
Victorian CLC movement, and the rich archival and oral
history base upon which this study can draw, also make
this an ideal way to examine questions about the links
between activism, reform and broader processes of
social and political change.

The CLC movement is one of our most interesting
examples of long-term professional and community
voluntarism. It is also an influential training ground for
members of the legal profession and has played an
important role in the reform of legal processes and
practices. Since the 1970s, CLCs have played a very
important part in the professional, ethical and personal
development of thousands of lawyers, often drawn from
groups that were themselves new to the law, such as
women and people of non-English-speaking or working-
class background.

The study will make use of the visual and documentary
records of community legal centres and the Federation,
but perhaps the most important element is oral histories
of around two hundred past and present volunteers,
activists and workers—across the spectrum of specialist
and local centres—that will be recruited during 2008 and
2009. The project also includes a doctoral scholarship
dedicated to the study of community legal centres’
involvement in campaigns for migrant rights and on
behalf of migrant clients. As well as a major book, the
project’s outcomes include an on-line guide to the
Federation’s archives and records, for use by future
researchers and students. There will also be on-line
teaching and research materials, documenting the
history of the CLCs, and an on-line exhibition of
campaign posters since the 1970s.

Jude and Mark are very committed to the idea of a
collaborative project that directly engages with the
people who have made community legal centres such an
important part of our recent history. There will also be a
project website, at which people can lodge their stories
and testimonies for use in the book.

Counter-Terrorism Policing: Community,
Cohesion and Security

Police organisations have a key role in the formation
and implementation of government counter-terrorism
strategies

Terrorist attacks on New York and Washington,
European cities such as London and Madrid, and the
subsequent declaration of the 'war on terror’, are marks
of a changed national and global environment in which
the threat of terrorist attacks and the need for effective
counter-terrorism policies have become issues of
immediate political and social concern. Accordingly,
as part of the national counter-terrorism responses,
police services are increasingly required to blend law
enforcement with responsibilities for national defence.
Incorporating law enforcement in national defence
changes the nature of police work as traditionally
conceptualised.

The changed expectations in relation to law enforcement
give rise to a number of opportunities and challenges,
particularly in relation to the community policing ideal
that most police services adhere to and the sustainable

and positive engagement with culturally diverse
communities. This book charts these opportunities and
challenges through unprecedented access to the police
and diverse communities in Australian regional and
metropolitan contexts. It locates these developments in
an international comparison with like jurisdictions in the
US, UK and Canada and in light of former conflicts in
Northern Ireland and South Africa.

Global Stakeholder Democracy responds to these
challenges by outlining an innovative theoretical and
institutional framework for democratizing the many
state and non-state actors wielding public power in

contemporary global politics. In doing so, the book

lays out a promising new agenda for global democratic
reform. Its analysis begins with the recognition that we
cannot simply recreate traditional constitutional and
electoral institutions of democratic states on a global
scale, through the construction of a democratic ‘super-
state’. Rather, we must develop new kinds of democratic
institutions capable of dealing with the realities of global
pluralism, and democratizing powerful non-state actors
as well as states.

Through reflecting on the democratic dilemmas
surrounding the political power of global NGOs, the
book mounts a powerful challenge to the state-centric
theoretical assumptions that have underpinned the
established democratic theories of both ‘cosmopolitan’
and ‘communitarian’ liberals. In particular, it challenges
the widespread assumption that ‘sovereign’ power,
‘bounded’ (national or global) societies, and ‘electoral’
processes are essential institutional foundations of a
democratic system.

The book then re-thinks the democratic project from

its conceptual foundations, posing the questions:

What needs to be controlled? Who ought to control it?
How could they do so? In answering these questions,
the book develops a novel theoretical model of
representative democracy that is focused on plural
(state and non-state) actors rather than on unitary state
structures. It elaborates a democratic framework based
on the new theoretical concepts of ‘public power’,
‘stakeholder communities’ and ‘non-electoral
representation’, and illustrates the practical implications
of these proposals for projects of global institutional
reform.
